DIRECTIONS COMING FROM THE NORTH 
 

Take the A3 south off junction 10 of the M25, signposted Guildford, Petersfield and Portsmouth. 
Exit off the A3 onto the B2131 slip road, signposted Liphook. 
Take the first exit off the mini roundabout in the centre of Liphook, the Royal Anchor Hotel will be on 
your right. 
Immediately you will approach another mini roundabout. 
Take the second exit off signposted to Rake onto the B2070 Portsmouth Road.  You should now have 
the Lloyds Bank building on your left. 
Continue down this road passing under a railway bridge with the entrance to Liphook Golf Club 
immediately on your left. 
Pass the West Sussex County boundary mark on your left. 
At the top of the incline you will see a sign on your right to Forest Mere, Stocklands and the Equine 
Veterinary Hospital. 
Turn right at this sign, please take note of the 20 mph speed limit.  Follow this road, over the railway 
bridge, for approximately 1 mile following the blue signs to the Equine Veterinary Hospital. 
 

 
DIRECTIONS COMING FROM THE SOUTH 

 
Dual carriageway A3 Petersfield by-pass heading north towards Guildford and London. 
Take the slip road off to the left signposted A272 Midhurst. 
Follow this road to a roundabout, take first exit off signposted A272 Midhurst and B2070 to Rake. 
After approximately 1 mile you will reach a right turning signposted A272 Midhurst. 
DO NOT TURN RIGHT here but continue straight on the B2070 for Rake, Liphook, Haslemere and 
Guildford. 
Drive through the village of Rake on the B2070. 
Carry on this road, after the dual carriageway you will pass the Black Fox Pub on your left.  
Approximately 400 metres further on this road you will see a sign on the left to Forest Mere, 
Stocklands and the Equine Veterinary Hospital. 
Turn left at this sign, follow this road, over the railway bridge, for approximately 1 mile following the 
blue signs to the Equine Veterinary Hospital.
